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Recommendations for Family #10

Projected number of active priests for this family by 2030 = 2
Based upon scoring and metrics, it is recommended that the family rightsize and reshape this
family evaluating the following recommendations:
a. St. Brendan on the Lake - close Wilson site
b. Sale of Wilson entire site
c. All Saints, Lockport
i. Merge with St. John in Lockport
ii. Closure and sale of All Saints location
iii. Closure and sale of St. Joseph campus
d. St. Patrick in Barker will move into family #10 at an agreed upon time between
Families 10, 11, and 34
e. Immaculate Conception Parish in Ransomville will move to family # 34 at an agreed
upon time between families 10, 11, and 34.

Justification

The number of priests available to minister in this family with the number of sites was a direct
reason for these recommendations.

All Saints condition of the church building and proximity to St. John’s is the reason for this
recommendation.

Wilson’s proximity to Youngstown (17 min), Ransomville (12 min), Olcott in the summer (9 min)
influenced this decision.

The former school building at St. John’s will need to be updated to accommodate the faith
formation program. This will also allow the food pantry to continue.

The recommendation to move parishes between families was because of consultation with the
Vicar Forane and his conversation with priests in this area. This will need to be discussed further
for a timeline for this to happen.
